THE NETAJI SUBHAS UNIVERSITY ACT, 2018
(JHARKHAND ACT, 11, 2018)

An Act to provide for the establishment and incagbion of theNETAJI SUBHAS UNIVERSITY
in the State of Jharkhand, and to confer the status Private University thereon and for matters
connected therewith and incidental thereto;

WHEREAS it is expedient to provide for the estaiient and incorporation of thHETAJI
SUBHAS UNIVERSITY at Pokhari, East Singhbhum, JAMSHEDPUR, Jharkhand promoted by
Sitwanto Devi Mahila Kalyan Sansthan, Suraj Patirjdéh, East Singbhun®okhari, Jamshedpur and
registered under Patna Society Registration Act, ZB60 (Registration No. 209/1996-97 dated
11.12.1996) and to confer the status of a Privateséysity thereon and for the matters connected
therewith and incidental thereto;

It is hereby enacted in the Sixty-Nineth year & Republic of India, by the Legislature of Jharkthan
as follows:

1. Short Title, Extent and Commencement.

(1) This Act may be calledTHE NETAJI SUBHAS UNIVERSITY Act, 2018".

(7) The constituent colleges and institutions loé Sponsoring Body affiliated to and
enjoying the privileges of any University immedigitbefore the commencement of this
Act shall cease to be affiliated from that Universand shall be deemed to be
withdrawn from such privileges from the date of ecoemcement of this Act and shall
be deemed to be admitted to the privilegesN&TAJI SUBHAS UNIVERSITY .

The university shall make provisions for resd¢ion of non-teaching posts in the
university for the persons domiciled in the Statellmarkhand to the extent of at least
fifty percent of the total number of non-teachirasts of the University The reservation of seats
shall be regulated by the laws and orders of theeSEovernment from time to time.

The University shall appoint adequate numldg¢eachers and officers in the University
for maintaining the academic standards specifietistnall ensure that the qualifications
of such teachers or officers of the university khat be lower than prescribed by the
relevant Regulatory Bodies.

The University shall compulsorily place in tpeblic domain every information in
relation to the University which would be of intsteto the students and other
stakeholdersnter alia, including the courses offered , number of seat$eu different
