New Railway Line between Haridaspur-Paradip.

A joint venture company has been formed to take up this new project. Rail
Vikash Migam Ltd. is taking up construction of this railway link between
Haridaspur and Paradip which is of 82 Kilometers length at an estimated cost
of Rs. 598.00 crores. The Shareholders Agreement between RVNL, Orissa
Industrial Infrastructure Development Corporation (IDCO), Paradip Port Trust,
Essel Mining & Industries Ltd., Rungta Mines Ltd., Jindal Steel and Power Ltd.,
Steel Authority of India Lid., MSPL Ltd. was signed on 11th October 2008,
PPT's equity in this project is 10.58%. On completion of the project, there will
be considerable reduction of the distance from Bansapani to Paradip and the
freight will be reduced by 50%. The work is in progress & is expected to be
completed by September 2018.
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In accordance with the instructions contained in the letter No.
