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RAILWAY TRAFFIC:

SHIPPING:

During 2015-16, 1,539 vessels sailed from this Port as compared to 1,454 vessels in the previous year. The
G.R.T. and N.R.T. of the vessels sailed during 2015-16 were 555.19 lakhs and 326.23 lakhs respectively.
The corresponding figures for 2014-15 were 519.67 lakhs and 302.97 lakhs respectively. The average G.R.T
and M.R.T of vessels handled in 2015-16 were 36,075 and 21,197 respectively.

Paradip Port Trust complies to the International Ship and Port Facility Security Code (ISPS Code) as certified
by Directorate General of Shipping, Ministry of Shipping. The Port facilities operate in accordance with the
approved Port Facility Security plan.

MEDICAL SERVICE:

A total number of 1,70,820 patients were treated in the OPD of the Port Trust Hospital during the year as
against 1,39,341 patients treated during the previous year. The total number of indoor patients treated during
the year was 2,027 as compared to 2,186 during the previous year. The total no of major & minor operations
during the year was 553 as against 490 during 2014-15. The achievement of pulse polic during the year was
261 as against 722 during the previous year. Besides, 50 nos. of cataract operations for prevention of blind
under National Programme were done this year. In-house training programmes, conferences, seminars
were organized for Doctors and paramedics during the year.
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WELFAREMEASURES FORPORT EMPLOYEES:

During the year 2015-16, Paradip Port Trust sanctioned an amount of 17,31,350/- (Rupees seventeen lakh
thirty one thousand three hundred fifty) only from Paradip Port Trust Employees Welfare Fund towards
Scholarship to the Children of Port Trust employee, Grant-in-Aid to Working Women Cell, Paradip Port Trust,
Grant-in-Aid to Port Club, Dock Recreation Club, Kherwal Damel, Pulse Polio Immunization Programme
and Grant-in-Aid towards funeral expenses for the deceased employees.

ACTIVITIES OF WORKING WOMEN CELL (WWC):

A summer camp for children was organized at Officers Club in the month of May, 2015 in which 88 students
from different schools at Paradip participated. International Women's Day was celebrated on 08.03.2016.
On this oceasion, sports, debate and song competition were organized by the Working Women Cell. Women
Rights Awareness Programme (WRAP) was conducted on 11.03.2016. Besides this, different cancer
awareness programmes and BMD, BML camps were organized by WWC. There was no case of sexual
harassmentreported during this year.

IMPLEMENTATION OF CORPORATE SOCIAL RESPONSIBILITY:

Paradip Port spent 5.51 Crs. during the financial year 2015-16 towards various activities under corporate
social responsibility.

Apart from regular CSR activities like Supporting and improving quality of education, Environmental
protection, Health camps, Eradication of illiteracy, Organizing health camps, Empowerment of women,
Poverty alleviation, Promoting sports and culture and Services during natural calamity, the Port took up the
following activities:

(i) Paradip Porttook up a skill development programme for unemployed youths under which a six manths
free residential training programme is being organized for one hundred twenty (120) unemployed
youths of Odisha in two trades namely "Plastic Processing and Testing” and “Plastic Processing &
Product Stimulation” through Central Institute of Plastic Engineering Technology (CIPET)
Bhubaneswar.

(i) ACSR committee has been constituted, which deliberates & recommends CSR proposal for approval
by the Board of Trustees.

SWACH BHARAT CAMPAIGN:

In order to meet the clarion call of Hon'ble Prime Minister of India of Swachh Bharat Abhiyan and Clean Port
Campaign, Port has also taken up various cleaning and sanitation work with a target cost of  2.58 Crores for
which the completion cost was successfully enhanced and achieved to the extentof 3.62 Croresi.e 42% of
excess beyond the target. New Sinages/Boards in the Port Township at different locations has been
provided under Clean Port Campaign 20 Point Programme.

Renovation, construction and cleaning of toilets for the port funded Paradip College, Kendriya Vidyalaya,
other schools including public toilets at different places in Port Township, were taken up during the financial
year. Besides, construction of new toilet blocks, one behind the IOHP Canteen and the other inside Dock
canteen are being taken up which are likely to be completed by August 2016. Apart from this, renovation of
existing Drinking Water Kiosk, one 10-seated foilet block and bath complex at IOHP and another 20-seated
toilet block in front of Multipurpose berth inside Prohibited area were renovated. Up-gradations of canteens
were also taken up by investing Rs.1 Crores to have hygienic food and to provide better sanitation facilities.

PORT SECURITY :

During the year 2015-16, Security and Fire Wing of
CISF kept the Port safe & secure from any external
threat as well as hazardous fire thereby providing a
conducive atmosphere for Port operations from
security point of view. The crime position remained
under control. Two speed boats were in operation to
improved water front security. Besides, CCTV
surveillance helped in keeping covert watch on the
core area of Port operations from security point of
view. CISF Security/Fire Wing organized many
awareness programmes during CISF raising day as well as Fire service day to create consciousness about
various aspects of fire prevention & safety. Radiological equipment are being installed at designated places.
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IMPLEMENTATION OF OFFICIAL LANGUAGE:

All the documents under Section 3(3) of Official Language Act, 1963 were issued in bilingual. Out of 58 letters
received in Hindi, replies to 45 letters were sent in Hindi only. 13 letters not requiring replies. During the year,
PPT achieved a target of 45% in Hindi Correspondence. 16 Officers/Employees of the Port came out
successfully in Hindi Praveen/Pragya examination. In addition to Port Employees, employees of other
Central Govt. Offices, Banks, Public Sector Undertakings located at Paradip were imparted training in Hindi
and Hindi text books were provided free of cost to the participants. Cash awards, incentives and increment
etc were granted to the Officers/Employees of PPT for passing Hindi examination and employee securing
the highest mark was given a special prize. The quarterly meeting of Official Language Implementation
Committee and Half yearly meeting of Town Official Language Implementation Committee were conducted
regularly. Port Officers/Employees were awarded with incentives for doing the work originally in Hindi under
incentive scheme. Officers/Employees submitted their CL/EL application in Hindi.

Hindi Day was celebrated in shape of Hindi fortnight and on this occasion several competitions like Hindi
Moting & Drafting, Essay writing, Story writing, Speech, Action song, Song & Music were conducted among
school children, Officers & Employees, Ladies, members of Ladies Club and Press Reporters and the
winners were awarded with cash awards & prizes. On the valedictory day of Hindi Day celebration, schoaol
children presented colorful cultural programme followed by prize distribution. Hindi Unicode has been
loaded in the computers and Hindi works are being done in computers. Several Hindi workshops were
conducted during the period and training in noting, drafting, translation and use of Hindi Unicode in
computers were imparted to the Officers/Employees of the Port.

DEVELOPMENTAL PROJECTS

1)CONSTRUCTION OF NEW BERTHS :

(a) Development of a new Deep Draught Iron Ore Berth on BOT basis through PPP mode to handle 10
MTPA of Iron Ore for export has been taken up. The length of the berth is 370 meters and will be
dredged to  (-)17.1 m. Concession Agreement has been signed with the SPV “JSW Paradip
Terminal Pvt. Ltd." on 29.05.2015 with 21% revenue share to the port. Award of Concession has
beenissued to JSWPTPLon 12.04.2016.

(b) Development of a new Multipurpose Berth of SMTPA capacity to handle clean cargo including
containers has been taken up on the southern side of the port. The length of the berth is 450 meters
and will be dredged to (-) 17.1 m. Concession Agreement has been signed with Paradip
International Cargo Terminal Pvt. Ltd. (PICTPL) on 07.03.2015 at 11.044% revenue share to the
Port. Award of Concession has been issued to PICTPL on 04.04.2016.
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(C) The Port is implementing Oil Jetty project of 10 MTPA capacity viz. South Qil Jetty in the
Southern Dock Complex through Indian oil Corporation. The Qil Jetty would cater to the needs of
product loading and crude unloading for Indian Oil Corporation Ltd. which is setting up a 1SMMTPA
Refinery unit at Paradip. The Jetty works have been completed.

2) Mechanization Projects-

Mechanization of EQ1 to EQ3 berths of 30MTPA capacity at Paradip Port on BOT basis has been
taken up. This project is envisaged to modernize and mechanize these berths to export thermal
coal for coastal movements. Letter of Award (LoA) has been issued in favour of JSW infrastructure
Ltd.-South West Port Ltd.(Consortium) on 29.02.2016 with a revenue share of 31.70 % to Paradip
Port Trust. PPT has signed Concession Agreement with JSW East Quay Coal Terminal Pvt. Ltd. on
02.05.2016.

3) Capital Dredging work for the Iron Ore Berth, Coal Berth and Multipurpose Berth
dock basin.
This project envisages dredging of lron Ore Berth, Coal Berth and Multipurpose Berth dock

basins. The work involves an estimated dredging volume of 73 lakh cubic meters. Port has awarded
the work to M/s. Dharti Dredging and Infrastructure Ltd. to carry out the dredging in the dock basins.
Presently, the work is in progress.

CONNECTIVITY PROJECTS

New Railway Line between Haridaspur-Paradip.
A joint venture company has been formed to take up this new project. Rail Vikash Nigam Ltd. is

taking up construction of this railway link between Haridaspur and Paradip which is of 82 Kilometers
length at an estimated cost of Rs. 588.00 crores. The Shareholders Agreement between RVNL,
Orissa Industrial Infrastructure Development Corporation (IDCO), Paradip Port Trust, Essel Mining
& Industries Ltd., Rungta Mines Ltd., Jindal Steel and Power Ltd., Steel Authority of India Ltd.,
MSPL Ltd. was signed on 11th October 2006. PPT's equity in this projectis 10.58%. On completion
of the project, there will be considerable reduction of the distance from Bansapani to Paradip and
the freight will be reduced by 50%. The work is in progress.

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IMPLEMENTATION OF RESERVATION POLICY DURING THE YEAR 2015

The Port Trust Authorities continued to implement the guidelines with regard to reservation policy issued by
the Government of India from time to time. As a statutory requirement, Annual Return has been submitted to
the Ministry. Data furnished in the following table indicates the number of employee class-wise vis-a-vis the
number of employee in the reserved categories of Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes along-with
percentage satisfaction thereon.
