(1} Short title and commencement.—Thess ety
lations may be called the Paradip Port (Authorisation
of Pilotsy {Amendment) Reguiations, 1991

(2} For Sub-regulation 1{b) of regulation 6 of
Yaradip Port (Authorisation of pilots) Regulations,
1967 (hercinafter referred fo as the Principal Regula-
tinns), the following provisions shall be substituted :

"Ohtain a certificate of physical fitness  issued
by the Chiel Medical ~Officers of the Fort
Trust on the racommendation of  the
Medical Board compr s physician, a
surgeon and an opthalmologist to he nomi-
mated By the Chief Medical Officer. In
case of a female candidate, a-Lady Dactor
will be co-opted in the Medical Tioard.”

(6) Tn Regulation 29 of the principal Regulations,
the expression  “Misconduct™ shall be substitnted by
the expression “negligence.™,
